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The Ten Commandments. These ancient words are an undeniable part of our national history.
Nevertheless, many modern voices demand that these ancient words be removed from all
public space. Many Christians are bothered by the frequent removal of Ten Commandments
from public spaces. These believers remember the “good old days” when the Ten
Commandments were prominently displayed in courtrooms and classrooms across the country.
Oddly enough, many of these same Christians would not be able to list even five of the Ten
Commandments on a pop quiz. Perhaps the disappearance of these commands from our
hearts is a greater tragedy than their removal from courtrooms and classrooms.

The debate about the Ten Commandments will certainly continue. Whatever the status of the
Ten Commandments in American history, these ancient words will forever remain a central part
of redemptive history. Thousands of years ago God rescued a people from slavery in Egypt.
After saving a people for His name, God gave these people ten rules. These rules functioned
as a covenant between the Lord and the Hebrew people. God had sovereignly saved them
from bondage, and now they were to live in covenant faithfulness to these God given rules.

Unfortunately, as the rest of the Old Testament details, the Hebrew people were never able to
live up to the covenant. Time and time again they fell short of their covenant responsibilities,
and eventually God promised to do a new work in His people. This new covenant would not be
another set of external regulations, but a work of God that enabled and empowered His people
to live in covenant faithfulness. That covenant was realized in the person of Jesus of Nazareth
who lived a life of perfect obedience to the Ten Commandments.
